9/26/2021 significant increase in aortic aneurysm. 

Enlarging infrarenal fusiform abdominal aortic aneurysm sagittally it measures 4.2 cm previously measuring 3.5 cm. This is typically the most accurate measurement by ultrasound. Axially which can overestimate the aneurysm size and measures 4.6 x 4 cm previously measuring 3.9 x 3.5 cm. Either way the aneurysm is expanding at a rate greater than typically expected given its prior size.
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Narrative

CLINICAL HISTORY: . Abdominal aortic aneurysm (AAA) without rupture . .

TECHNIQUE: Real time gray scale with image documentation was performed of the aorta.

Comparison: Ultrasound of the abdominal aorta from May 19 29th 2020 performed at Plumas District Hospital

FINDINGS:

AORTIC APPEARANCE: The aorta is unremarkable in size and tapers smoothly. No evidence of aortic aneurysm. No significant atheromatous changes are present.

AORTIC DIAMETERS:

PROXIMAL AORTA: 2.2 x2.4cm

MID AORTA: 2.1 x2.5cm

DISTAL AORTA: In the sagittal plane the lower abdominal aorta measures 4.2 cm in diameter. On the prior study it measured 3.5 cm in diameter. Axially the abdominal aorta measures 4.6 x 4 cm previously measuring 3.9 x 3.5 cm.

RIGHT COMMON ILIAC ARTERY: 12.1 x21.1 cm

LEFT COMMON ILIAC ARTERY:9.9 x cm
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
