/We are both depressed, worried, anxious and extremely sad. Heidi is bipolar and being away from practitioners for over a year has not helped.

Over the past 12 months plus we've lived in Auburn, CA and Gardnerville, NV.  We've tried but been unsuccessful, in these relatively upscale places, to find practitioners that would take our Medicare and Medi-Cal insurance. With our annual income of about $24,000 ($9,600 of that goes towards our mortgage which we still pay) we cannot afford to pay out of pocket, especially given our other expenses due to being away from home for over a year.

We've tried making appointments in Plumas, but the wait can be months and when the time arrives one or the other or both of us are too emotionally wiped out to drive 7 hours round trip from either Auburn, CA or Gardnerville NV for appointments, not to mention the expense. We rely on herbals for a little help. One more thing, since the fire we've often found it impossible to go anywhere - a feeling of not being safe anywhere except a bit where we are temporarily.

We hope to have our little travel trailer back on our property by the end of August and look forward to seeing our practitioners again. It will be good to get the help we both need.

On thing to note. Mike has an aortic aneurysm that has been growing slowly but took a big jump when examined in the latter part of September 2021. He is supposed to be checked every 6 months but missed the checkup in early 2022 due to distance and emotional stress mentioned above. Once back in Greenville we hope to get this addressed. See Dr. Eddlemon's report of September 2021.

PGE has taken years of our very short lifetimes that we have left. PGE should pay for all of our losses in total – the replacement cost of everything, including our loss of years, happiness, well-being and peace that we enjoyed at our home that was destroyed by PGE's negligence. Also PGE should pay in full above this total amount for the anguish, horror, sadness and depression that we have suffered and will continue to suffer the rest of our lives.
